2. The meeting convened at 10:30 am with Prof. Yogendra Yadav in the chair.
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3. Ratification of minutes of the 4™ National Executive meeting

Mr. Rajeev Dhyani informed the house that minutes of the 4™ National Executive meeting of
Swaraj India held on 18™ March, 2017 have been circulated to members on email. Treasurer
Ahmed Faheem Khan proposed that said minutes be ratified as circulated. This was
seconded by Mr. Rajeev Godara and Mr. K P Singh and approved by the house
unanimously.

4. Review of MCD elections and future strategy for elections

During the brainstorming meeting held on 11™ and 12" May 2017, it was suggested by some
participants that the party should undertake a proper review of MCD elections. In this regard,
Prof. Yogendra Yadav proposed to constitute a four members committee. This committee
will review various dimensions of Swaraj India’s participation and performance in MCD
elections. The committee will consist of Mr. Vigyan Modi (Rajasthan) as chairperson, Capt.
Narayan Das (Maharashtra) as member and Mr. Rajeev Godara (Haryana) as Member. The
National executive has also authorized the committee to co-opt a woman as its member.

The committee will interact with and solicit inputs / feedback from a wide range of party
functionaries who participated in MCD elections. An email ID will be created to invite inputs.
The committee will prepare and share its detailed report including recommendations with the
office bearers and presidium by 15" June 2017. Later the report will be presented before the
National Executive. National team will provide all required support and resources to the
review committee.

In this regard, Prof. Ajit Jha suggested that Delhi Election Team (DET) should also
undertake a thorough review and complete this within 15 days. The findings of the DET
review will also contribute into the report of the 4 member committee.

The house unanimously approved the proposals made by Prof. Yogendra Yadav and Prof.
Ajit Jha.

5. Membership and Organization Building of SI

a. Constituting Ad hoc state committees

In the meeting, National Organizing Committee proposed a plan for constituting ad-hoc
state committees of Swaraj India. After discussion, it was decided that apart from Punjab
and Maharashtra, where Swaraj Abhiyan state teams have been formed, Sl will initiate the
process of constituting ad hoc state committees. National Organizing Committee will be
responsible for this process.

The NOC will designate one or two observers for the states who will hold meetings and have
in-depth consultations with the state teams. Based on the recommendations of the NOC, the
presidium will nominate the ad hoc State Executive including the office bearers. Later, these
nominations will be ratified by the National Executive.

These ad-hoc committees will be required to complete the process of membership followed
by district and state level elections within one year.

This plan was approved by the house unanimously.

Currently the organizing committee has following members: Prof. Ajit Jha- Genaral
Secretary, Prof. Somnath Tripathi — Convener, Mr. Rajeev Dhyani — Co convener, Ms.
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Christina Samy, Ms. Rajeev Godara, Mr. V S Purushottam, Mr. Girish Nandgaonkar, Mr. K
P Singh, Mr. Ramzan Chaudhary.

b. Membership
In the meeting, it was decided to initiate the membership campaign. The house decided that
membership fee will be Rs.10 (Ten) for a period of 2 years, ending on 31 Mar, 2019.

After a discussion, the house decided that along with the conventional method of using
printed receipts, SMS based membership will also be used to enrol members. State units, as
per their convenience and preference, can use any one or both the methods for
membership. For printed receipts, the National Organizing Committee will share a pro-forma
in Hindi and English. State units can get it translated in local languages as per their
requirement. The states will be responsible of printing these receipts.

States will share the membership lists with national team. The states will deposit the
membership fee in their bank accounts, and inform the national team regarding this. As per
party constitution, central team will publish the membership lists on its website for at least
one week.

It was also decided that states will provide the list of those SA members who have become
members of Swaraj India by December 2016. List of the SA members opted to be members
of Swaraj India through SMS and IVR will be provided by central team to the states.

National Organizing Committee will be responsible for the management of membership
related processes and will Issue necessary guidelines.

6. Discussion on finances

a. Opening the bank accounts at state level

There was a discussion regarding the need to open party’s bank accounts at state level.
Treasurer Mr. Ahmed Faheem Khan proposed to authorize the National Presidium to
undertake all necessary actions in this regard. The proposal was seconded by Mr. Rajeev
Dhyani and approved by the house unanimously.

b. Declaration of Income, Assets & Liabilities

The treasurer has informed the house that as per our constitution, the office bearers
(Presidents, General Secretaries and Treasurers) at each level are required to declare their
Income, Assets & Liabilities.

c. Quarterly Accounts
It was decided that the states should submit the quarterly accounts within 45 days of end of
respective quarter.

d. Orientation of state treasurers

In order to orient the state treasurers about the financial systems and procedures, national
treasurer will organize an orientation workshop. The dates and other details will be decided
by the treasurer in consultation with state units.

e. Donations

Regarding the donations, it was decided that party will accept donations through
electronic/online mediums as well as through donation coupons. These pre paid donation
coupons of various dominations will be printed and issued exclusively by Central treasury.
Apart from these coupons, the state, district or any other unit of party can not print and issue
any coupons or receipts. The treasurer has committed to get the coupons printed in around
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two weeks. It was decided that the treasury shall get back to states within 2 weeks time on
this aspect.

It was also decided that any donation meant for a particular state can be deposited in central
account provided the donor properly communicates this to central treasury. Such donations
will be transferred to respective states.

It was decided that the treasury will find out legally appropriate ways to accept cash
donations collected during meetings, gathering and other public events.

7. Registration with State Election Commissions

In the meeting, the issue of party’s registration with State Election Commissions was
discussed. It was decided that state units of Swaraj India should check with respective SECs
regarding the procedure of registration. National office bearers will provide all necessary.
documents required for this purpose.

8. Discussion on socio- political situation of the country

In the meeting, discussion was held on the socio- political situation of the country,
particularly the state of communal harmony. It was decided that Prof. Yogendra Yadav will
draft a resolution representing party’s line on this issue.

9. The meeting was adjourned at 2:00 pm.
